Home Communions

Father Richard will take Holy Communion to people at home according to their circumstances.
This is a privilege and enables for prayer in the home at difficult times and for the communicant
to receive Holy Communion at home. Please never hesitate to contact me if you would like Holy
Communion at home if you are unable to come to church because of sickness or being
housebound. Obviously Covid circumstances are taken into consideration.

Here are some guidelines to assist you:

1. If you can, please arrange a surface with a white cloth upon which | can place the Blessed
Sacrament. If this is difficult please do not worry too much but it is appreciated.

2. The Priest will not enter into general conversation until after the celebration which lasts
about ten minutes. Then he would appreciate a cup of tea and chat with you but if your
circumstances don’t allow, please do not worry.

3. Please consider giving a donation to the Church for the Priest’s ministry. He will have
had to drive to you and it also enables you to give your weekly collection to support the
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priestly ministry in the parish / chaplaincy. This means there can be a Priest available for
you and for others with a priestly presence in the parish / chaplaincy.
It is a long-established custom - if you can - to make an offering to the Church in
thankfulness for the ministry of the Church.

4. Youdon't have to tidy up before the priest arrives! Just prepare spiritually for an
encounter with Christ in the Eucharist by being prayerful before his arrival.

Father Richard writes:

Some housekeeping this week to begin. The Church Electoral Roll will be revised between
12" and 26" February. Between these dates the names on the roll will be displayed in church
for you to check. If you are a not a member of the Electoral Roll and you worship here
regularly — including those who live in the UK but are also part of the Chaplaincy here — and
would like to be on the roll please see Joan Berry for an electoral roll enrolment form from
February 12" onwards or contact her in advance. Mary Western is our electoral roll officer
but she is not here at the moment. If you are on the Electoral Roll (it is entirely voluntary) you
can then participate in the annual meeting and it gives us a more "official” number of
members of the Chaplaincy. If you are not sure if you are on the electoral roll you can check
with Joan now. Any questions please see Joan or me about this. When the roll is displayed
and you think you are missing (having enrolled before) please also let Joan know.

In Lent | am hoping to run a new course — via Zoom — called Bread of Life and details of this
are later in this newsletter. It is a new course and | hope it will be available in time. One of
the problems we have — since Brexit — is getting English materials to Spain because items get
stuck in customs. I'll keep you informed and let you know how you can register in due
course. Because of other things happening we will go into Easter with the course. On Zoom it
means that members of the Chaplaincy in the UK can also join in.

This Sunday falls in the middle of the Week
of Prayer for Christian Unity. It is a
significant week for the many
denominations here in Torrevieja and we are
grateful for the ecumenical hospitality

- The Confraternity of the Blessed Sacrament is pleased to

introduce Bread of Life, a major new catechetical resource
based around the Eucharist and created in partnership with
SPCK as a gift to meet the needs of communities in the
Catholic tradition of the Church of England.

Bread of Life is a multi-media resource consisting initially of
six different modules which broadly follow the structure of
the Eucharist. The modules have been designed with
flexibility in mind so that they can each stand alone or be
delivered in different orders or over several sessions per
module to suit the needs of different communities. It is
envisaged that Bread of Life will be ideal as preparation for
confirmation and first communion, as a refresher course in the Christian faith, or as a course
for Lent or Advent. It is expected that further modules will be commissioned over time, but
the initial six modules are as follows.

1. “l am the bread of life.” This module introduces the Eucharist as the central
sacrament of the Christian life by looking at its history, its meaning and its importance
to the contemporary Church.

2. “He has reconciled us to God.” This module looks at what it means to be reconciled
to God and why we participate in repentance and absolution as preparation for
receiving the Eucharist.

3. “The word of the Lord.” This module examines the importance of Scripture, giving an
overview of the arc of Scripture, and looking in detail at the Biblical passages that
inform our understanding of the Eucharist.

4. “Hear our prayer.” This module looks at the role of prayer in the Christian life,
specifically at the Lord’s Prayer as the prayer of the Eucharist and as a pattern of
prayer.

5. “The body of Christ.” This module looks at what it means to receive Christ in the
Eucharist.

6. “Go in peace to love and serve the Lord.” This module explains why the Eucharistic
life is missional and outward-looking.

| appeal to you, brothers, for the sake of our Lord Jesus Christ, to make up the differences
between you, and instead of disagreeing among yourselves, to be united again in your belief
and practice. From what Chloe’s people have been telling me, my dear brothers, it is clear that
there are serious differences among you. What | mean are all these slogans that you have, like:
‘I am for Paul’, 'l am for Apollos’, 'l am for Cephas’, ‘I am for Christ." Has Christ been parcelled
out? Was it Paul that was crucified for you? Were you baptised in the name of Paul?

For Christ did not send me to baptise, but to preach the Good News, and not to preach that
in the terms of philosophy in which the crucifixion of Christ cannot be expressed.

Gospel
Matthew 4:12-23

He went and settled in Capernaum: in this way the prophecy of
Isaiah was fulfilled
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Hearing that John had been arrested, Jesus went back to Galilee, and leaving Nazareth he went
and settled in Capernaum, a lakeside town on the borders of Zebulun and Naphtali. In this way
the prophecy of Isaiah was to be fulfilled:

‘Land of Zebulun! Land of Naphtali!

Way of the sea on the far side of Jordan,

Galilee of the nations!

The people that lived in darkness has seen a great light;
on those who dwell in the land and shadow of death

a light has dawned.’

From that moment Jesus began his preaching with the message, ‘Repent, for the kingdom of
heaven is close at hand.’

As he was walking by the Sea of Galilee he saw two brothers, Simon, who was called Peter,
and his brother Andrew; they were making a cast in the lake with their net, for they were
fishermen. And he said to them, ‘Follow me and | will make you fishers of men." And they left
their nets at once and followed him. Going on from there he saw another pair of brothers,
James son of Zebedee and his brother John; they were in their boat with their father Zebedee,
mending their nets, and he called them. At once, leaving the boat and their father, they
followed him.

He went round the whole of Galilee teaching in their synagogues, proclaiming the Good
News of the kingdom and curing all kinds of diseases and sickness among the people.

Homily

When Jesus began his public ministry of preaching and healing, John the Baptist had already
been arrested, putting and end to his movement of religious revival. At that point, instead of
going back to Nazareth (i.e. instead of going home) , Jesus went to Capernaum. This marked
a new beginning, whose purpose is described in a verse of prophecy: "The people who sat in
darkness have seen a great light, and for those who lived in the land of the shadow of death,
light has dawned.” Jesus would later refer to himself as the light of the world; and, in
commissioning his disciples, he would tell send us out also, to be light to the world. His
vocation is our vocation too.

In times past the idea of “vocation” was focussed mainly on doctors, nurses, priests and
religious. But now it has been restored to its original, wider application, and all our baptised
people are invited to experience their calling from God. There is nothing dramatic about this.
It just means that | don't just stumble into the Christian way by default, but that God has
chosen me: “I have called you by name; you are mine.” “You didn't choose me; no, | chose
you, and | appointed you to go and bear fruit, fruit that would remain.” If the gospel is now,
and | am every person in the gospel, then, through the gospel of today, | am being called
again.

The starting-point of Jesus’ message was very like that of John the Baptist. “Turn from your
sins, and back turn to God, because the kingdom of heaven is near.” Turning away from sins
is a voluntary act, which can be reversed. There is a story to illustrate that point. When
Leonardo da Vinci was asked to do a painting of the Last Supper, he searched far and wide
for models for each person in the scene. He found a fine-looking young man, full of vitality,
as the perfect model for Jesus. In the following months he did the same for models for each
of the apostles, leaving Judas till last, not knowing how to represent him. Finally, he came
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across a tramp whom he thought was ideal for the part. Leonardo brought him to his studio,
but while the work was in progress, he came to a shocking realisation. This man had been
with him months before, representing Jesus. In the meantime he had taken to drink and lost

his way, and was now homeless. It was a shock to Leonardo, and a prod to conversion for the
man who modelled as Judas.
